Box 1 -- REQUESTS FOR ASSISTANCE 

 a description of the emergency for which assistance is requested 

and of the type of assistance required; 

 a description of the amount and type of personnel, equipment and 

supplies needed and a reasonable estimate of the expected duration that 

the assistance will be required; 

 the administrative and logistical arrangements that will be put in 

place to support the operation (accommodations, feeding, medical, etc.); 

 the specific name and contact details of the on-scene commander 

to whom RCMSAR will be providing assistance; and 

 the specific place and time for staging and link up for the operation 

and a point of contact at that location. 

RCMSAR Station advises JRCC via Marine 

Communications and Traffic Services that 

they are supporting a Provincial Request for 

Assistance but remain responsive for higher 

priority taskings. (Advise if secondary
